Art will be printed in black and white
and cannot contain nudity. Submissions may be edited
for clarity, spelling, and length. We do not publish more
than 2 pieces of the same genre by one artist. We
publish only work by those incarcerated at the time of
editing. We don’t publish works that encourage violence
or are racist, sexist, homophobic, or otherwise target
specific groups for hate. We default to publishing full
names and locations; tell us if you prefer anonymity.
Those who are published will receive 2 copies of the
zine—if you expect to be released in the next year and
want copies, please provide a backup address. No piece
can be returned. Thank you!
